Mice can be cute in a craft project but not when they take up residence in your garage or worse yet house!
There are many safe, inexpensive and GREEN alternatives available that are quite effective.

Peppermint: Mice hate the smell of peppermint. You could soak cotton balls in peppermint oil and place around
your interior foundation/floor boards/entry areas to keep them away.

Moth Balls: Much like peppermint, the scent of mothballs is a natural pest deterrent.
Steel Wool: Fill even small holes around your home (especially under the kitchen sink) with steel wool.

Soda Pop: Mice love the sweet flavor of soda pop but they can’t digest carbonated fluids. It's a deadly treat. Place
saucers of soda in areas where you think they are coming in.

Instant Mashed Potatoes: Place instant mashed potatoes and a dish of water close together. The mixture will swell
in their stomachs before they can be digested.

Plaster of Paris with Chocolate: Mix dry chocolate powder with dry plaster of Paris. They will eat this mixture and
then go search for water. Cornmeal and dry cement powder is another useful combination that works in the same
way.
