Township Watering Ban - If your house number ends in an even number, water on even calendar days.  If it ends in an odd number, water on odd number calendardays.  There will be no watering of yards/gardens between 10:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. on any day.  Citations will be given.  The first offense is $25 and $50 every time after that.  If there is a power outage, please check your irrigation system to make surethe clock is set right. Plan ahead.  With watering lawns come higher water bills!

Spring Reminders
Street Sweeping is scheduled for the week of April 15th, weather permitting.  Watch for signs and please do not park on the streets on those days.
