Recreational Fires: Permits are not needed for recreational fires in Empire Township but all other fires need a permit. For recreational fires you must still follow the guidelines imposed by state law and the Farmington Fire Department:

1. Winds must be less than 5 mph.
2. An adult must be in attendance at all times.
3. The smoke cannot offend anyone.
4. Only fire wood can be burned; no leaves, yard waste, paper, garbage or other flammable materials are allowed. 
5. Maximum size of a recreational fire is 3 feet in diameter

Do not burn your leaves.  Stop at Empire Town Hall and get a compost pass for free drop off at RRT/SET off of Blaine Ave..

Noise:  Be a good neighbor and keep the noise down.  Windows are open.  Not everyone likes your music or the sounds of your engines being revved up.

Fences and Accessory Buildings:  If thinking of installing a fence or building an accessory building, please reference 400 Zoning Ordinance-Fencing Handout and the Accessory Buildings handout on our website.  Be aware of any drainage easements on your property, your property line and the setbacks.

Swimming Pools:  Before installing a swimming pool, please view Ordinance 460A - Swimming Pools on our website under Ordinances.

Dogs:  Running at Large is prohibited.Dogs must be on a leash and accompanied by a responsible person when in streets or on public land.  Barking at repeated intervals of at least ten minutes with less than one minute of interruption is unlawful.

The person having the custody or control of any animal, shall be responsible for cleaning up any feces of the animal whether on their own property, on the property of others, or on public property, and disposing of such feces in a sanitary manner. 

Summer Programs are being planned.  A flyer will be mailed out shortly.

Street Sweeping is scheduled for the week of April 3, if weather permits.  Watch for signs and please do not park on the streets on those days.

Hydrant Flushing will be the week of April 10.  While the hydrants are being flushed, you may notice a change in water pressure and clarity.  This change should only occur during the flushing cycle.  Try not to do laundry during this time.  But, if you should notice rusty water in your laundry, do not dry the clothes.  If this happens, stop by the Town Hall and pick up some rust remover.
